Ensure that all records and equipment are properly maintained including any logs or reports as
required.

Maintain paperwork and ensure completeness and submit on time.

Participate in camp-wide activities.

Assist in the set up and take down of all camp facilities. Assist with the cleaning of all camp areas
including restrooms and showers.

Assist with meal service including setup, serving and clean-up.

Submit a “closing report” at the end of the season which includes inventories, daily duties and
suggestions for improvement the following year.
