ROLE AND RESPONSIBILITIES

o Help develop lesson plans that follow merit badges, awards, and trainings specific to the cycling area.
e Instruct campers in merit badges, awards and trainings in which proficient.
e Help maintain advancement reports and other paperwork and ensure completeness and submit on

time.
