e  Maintain strict discipline and safety with campers and staff in the aquatic area.

e Manage the proper care, usage storage and maintenance of aquatic facilities and equipment to include
watercraft, safety equipment, teaching materials, tools, buildings, pool equipment and anything else
related to aquatics.

e Maintain the cleanliness of the pool complex, including restrooms and showers and the immediate

surrounding area.
